Arrival and Dismissal

Lesson Plan

Today we are going to learn about being safe, respectful and responsible when leaving and entering the building.

What are we going to learn about? Why do you think it is important?

Ask students for (or provide yourself) positive examples of students being safe, respectful, and responsible when entering and leaving the building and an example of not being SRR.

Review the expectations (see poster).

Give scenarios and let students tell if they are Safe, Respectful, and Responsible and if not what they should do.

You get to school late and decide that it would be O.K. to ride your skateboard on the sidewalk and then in the hallways to your class.  SRR or not?  What expectation is not being followed? (Be Safe).  What is the safe thing to do? (Walk bicycles, skateboards, etc. on school property).

Someone cuts in front of you as you are coming to school and you call them a name.  SRR or not? What expectation is not being followed (Be Respectful).  What is the respectful thing to do?  (Use kind words and actions).

You forgot your school assignment so you use the phone and ask your dad to bring it to you.  SRR or not? What expectation is not being followed (Be Responsible).  What is the responsible thing to do? (Get teacher permission to use the classroom phone).
Another example.

If you have extra time, cover up the posters and quiz the class on the rules; give lots of reinforcement.
