Office Expectations

Lesson Plans

Today we are going to learn about being safe, respectful and responsible when you are in the office.

What are we going to learn about?  Why do you think it is important?

Ask students for (or provide yourself) positive examples of students being safe, respectful and responsible when in the office and an example of not being SRR.

Review the expectation (see poster).

Give scenarios and let students tell if they are Safe, Respectful, and Responsible and if not, what they should do.

A student was having a problem with another student.  She got permission from her teacher to talk to the school counselor about her problem.  She then goes promptly back to class. The problem is solved quickly and quietly.  SRR or not?  What expectation was being followed? (Be Responsible).
A student enters the office and gets tired of waiting in a chair.  The student starts walking around and talking in a loud voice.  SRR or not? What expectations are not being followed?  (Be Responsible, Be Safe).  What is the responsible and safe thing to do?  (Stay in your chair, talk in a quiet voice).

You come to school late because you had an appointment.  You quietly and politely check in with the secretary and then go to class.  SRR or not? What expectation is being followed (Be Safe).

If you have extra time, cover up the posters and quiz the class on the rules; give lots of reinforcement.
