Playground Expectations

Lesson Plan

Today we are going to learn about being safe, respectful and responsible when you are at the playground.

What are we going to do?  Why is it important?

Ask students for (or provide yourself) positive examples of students being safe, respectful and responsible when in the office and an example of not being SRR.

Review the expectations (see poster).

Give scenarios and let students tell if they are Safe, Respectful, and Responsible and if not, what they should do.

Cindy and Tiffany wanted to scare Jamie so they hid by the side of the building and jumped out to scare her.  SRR or not? What expectation is not being followed (Be Safe).  What is the safe thing to do? (Stay in the playground boundaries).

You really like to swing, so you spend your whole recess swinging even though others are waiting to use the swings too.  SRR or not? What expectation is not being followed (Be Respectful).  What is the respectful thing to do?  (Take turns).

Another student cuts in front of you while you were waiting your turn to use a piece of equipment.  You give the student an “I message.”  SRR or not? What expectation is being followed (Be Responsible).

If you have extra time, cover up the posters and quiz the class on the rules; give lots of reinforcement.
